Un-Cruise’s seven-ship 
Alaska fleet has been 
redesigned to carry fewer 
passengers, more crew and 
a lot more outdoor gear: 
kayaks, inflatable rafts, 
snorkel and scuba gear. The 
company’s so-called “luxury 
yachts” offer extras such 
as yoga classes and spa 
treatments. The “active” 
ships are designed for 
travelers who’d rather join 
than watch, sportsmen on the 
go. 

“We’ve gotten very good 
at breaking up large groups 
into units of eight or 10, each 
with a guide, so that when 
you’re out in a Zodiac or 
walking along the beach, you 
feel like one of a very few,” 
said Scoltock. “Even with 
80 passengers on board — 
and that’s not a lot — each 
person has a truly personal 
experience.” 

As for the Sea Bird, she 
sails where giant ships 
can’t go, maneuvering in 
shallow coves and through 
narrow fiords. With flex time 
built into the schedule, her 
captain is free to follow a 
pod of swimming orcas or to 
stop to photograph a raft of 
sea otters. 

“Each trip has an intended 
itinerary” said Brian Silver, 
an adventure specialist at 
Lindblad’s headquarters. 
“But these are expeditions 
with a purpose, to show you 
wildlife and the wildness. 
And since animals travel 
and weather conditions vary, 
it’s possible that you’ll visit 
slightly different places.” 

The onboard naturalists on 
our trip — experts in marine 
biology, geology, regional 
history or native cultures 
— guided most onshore 
outings and led the daily 
pre-excursion orientations, 
sometimes with spot-on 
timing. We were standing by 
the rail, talking about melting 
glaciers just as a giant chunk 
of ice calved off into water. 

Our only port-of-call was at 
Petersburg, a fishing village 
settled by Norwegians. We 
stretched our land legs on 
a guided “bog walk,” then 
wandered about, visiting the 
history museum and the drug 
store (handy if you run out of 
toothpaste). And we sampled 
one of the town’s several 
fish-and-chip joints, serving 
the world’s best (no kidding) 

fresh halibut, beer-battered 
and deep fried. 

The Sea Bird’s interior 
is small but efficiently 
designed, with several 
lounges, a dining room and 
32 outside cabins. The decor, 
in simple blue and white, 
is renovated annually; the 
cabins are small but have 
adequate space and spotless 
efficiency bathrooms. Dress 
and meals are casual, with 

buffet service at breakfast 
and lunch. 

Hearty three-course 
dinners with white and red 
wine, were waiter-served 
at a single seating, with no 
assigned tables. That gave us 
a chance to move around and 
sit with passengers we’d met 
on excursions, kindred spirits 
with similar life experiences 
and sometimes even politics. 
“The people on these kinds 
of cruises are birds of a 
feather,” said Joyce Hunter, a 
retiree from Michigan. 

For this or any expedition 
cruise, I recommend hiking 
boots or sturdy tennis shoes. 
You may have to walk on a 
dirt path, a gravel beach, 
and will probably climb in 
and out of the Zodiacs. Our 
passenger contingent ranged 
from 35 to 65 years old, but 
there were exceptions: a 
toddler, two teenagers and 
several octogenarians. While 
we tramped on the beaches 
and paddled kayaks, the 
seniors were happy to watch 
from the deck or the lounge.

LOS ANGELES — 
Jennifer Lawrence 
slides into a booth 

at the casually elegant 
Culina restaurant at the 
Four Seasons Hotel. She’s 
on a lunch break from the 
daylong grind of promoting 
the international release of 
“Silver Linings Playbook,” 
but she’s not eating because 
she just shared a “brick” of 
homemade lasagna that a 
journalist gave her during her 
last interview. Lawrence does 
accept the focaccia bread 
and olive oil a waiter offers 
and politely declines another 
offering once she’s finished. 

“If I’m going to wear 
this skirt,” Lawrence says, 
laughing, pointing to the 
white number she’s sporting, 
“I can’t fit another thing into 
my gut.”

When the waiter touts the 
lightness of the bread, she 
interjects: “It’s not a weight 
issue. Trust me. I’m barely 
fitting into my outfit!” 

She then turns to her lunch 
companion. “So, I’ve had the 
lasagna,” she says playfully. 
“What did you bring me?” 

There’s a refreshing lack 
of pretense with Lawrence, 
evident from the moment you 
meet her and she confesses 
that her iPhone bullies 
her, its Siri app calling her 
“Meredith” whenever she 
asks it a question.

But that’s trivial compared 
to the disdain that the 
22-year-old Kentucky native, 
who has received her 
second lead actress Oscar 

nomination with her turn in 
“Silver Linings,” feels toward 
the sense of entitlement that 
runs rampant in the movie 
industry.

She’s also acutely aware 
of the influence she has on 
young women, particularly 
now that she’s playing the 
strong, self-possessed heroine 
Katniss Everdeen in the 
movies adapted from Suzanne 
Collins’ young adult trilogy 
that began with “The Hunger 
Games.” 

“I was a teenager too 
— hard to believe, right? 
— and remember reading 
magazines and tabloids,” she 
says. “I don’t think the media 
realizes how much they 
glorify anorexia. You have an 
actress who loses a bunch of 

weight for a role and she’s 
explaining how she lost it. 
‘I ate one grape a day and 
I lost 25 pounds and I was 
dangerously underweight and 
now I get awards.’ 

“With Katniss, I never 
meant to make a big deal 
about it. It was just important 
she was strong and a warrior 
instead of being wasted away, 
especially when, without a 
doubt, she’s going to be a role 
model for a lot of young girls. 
I thought it would be better 
for them to say, ‘I could look 
like Katniss,’ rather than ‘I’ll 
never be able to look like that 
if I keep eating.’ ” 

Soon after signing to play 
Tiffany, the bullheaded young 
widow in “Silver Linings 
Playbook” who falls for a man 
fresh out of a mental care 
facility, Lawrence discovered 
a kindred soul in the movie’s 
writer and director, David O. 
Russell, whose blunt honesty 
delighted her.

She’d be in the middle of 
a scene, hurtling through 
a monologue, and hear 
Russell groaning at the 
monitor, offering a running 
commentary along the lines 
of “Oooooh. That’s so bad. Oh, 
God. Uuuuuuuh.” Lawrence 

would finish and ask, “Do you 
want me to do it again?” And 
Russell would answer, “Oh, 
God, yes!” 

“It’s so hilarious to me, 
especially after working in 
Hollywood where everyone 
tiptoes around actors and 
their feelings,” Lawrence 
says.

“We’re all doing the same 
thing. We’re all making a film. 
Let’s just cut the ... Don’t tell 
me what I’m doing right. Tell 
me what I’m doing wrong, 
so I can fix it. I came from 
a sports family, so I respond 
better to that approach.” 

It would seem the whole 
team responded well to 
the vibe on set. The film 
received a total of eight 
Oscar nominations, including 
nods for picture, Russell for 
writing and for directing, 
one each for costars Bradley 
Cooper, Robert De Niro and 
Jacki Weaver, and one for 
editing. 

Russell, when asked about 
Lawrence, who auditioned 
for him via a Skype call from 
her parents’ Louisville home, 
responds, interestingly, with 
a sports analogy, likening 
Lawrence’s effortlessness to 
New York Yankees great Joe 
DiMaggio. 

“She’s a great natural 
athlete,” Russell says. “She’s 
not neurotic. She’s very 
comfortable in her own skin 
and has such a presence 
about her.

Harvey (Weinstein, whose 
company financed the film) 
was very uncertain of her 
because of her age. But she 
seems ageless to me.” 

Cooper also picks up on the 
age thing. 

“She’s like 10 and 40 at 
the same time,” Cooper says. 
“She would be sort of goofing 
around, and you think she’s 
not really paying attention. 
And then she would turn on 
this instant laser focus and do 
something magical.” 

Jennifer Lawrence — no pretense, just skill

LOS ANGELES — Lionize 
your rock and country 
heroes in songs and good 
things will follow — it 
worked for Taylor Swift, 
who launched her career 
six years ago with her 
single “Tim McGraw,” and 
it worked for Eric Church, 
who leads the 48th Academy 
of Country Music Awards 
nominations with seven, 
including his single saluting 
the Boss, “Springsteen.” 

The hit track, which 
recently scored Church 
a pair of Grammy 
nominations, earned Church 
ACM nods both as the single 
record and song of the year. 
He’s also vying for album of 
the year with “Chief,” which 
contains that single, as well 
as male vocalist, video and 
vocal event of the year. 

Close on the Granite 
Falls, N.C., singer and 
songwriter’s heels is fast-
rising Louisiana-bred 
musician Hunter Hayes, who 
collected six nominations 
including song and single 
for his ballad “Wanted” and 
new male vocalist. 

Miranda Lambert 
and Swift each got five 
nominations, pitting them 
against one another in the 

top category of entertainer 
of the year, a distinction 
Swift has taken home three 
times, including the last two 
years in a row. Also up for 
the entertainer trophy are 
Jason Aldean, Luke Bryan 
and Blake Shelton. 

Bryan, Little Big Town 
and first-time ACM nominee 
Kacey Musgraves collected 
four nods apiece, Musgraves 
making it into the always-
heated competition for 
female vocalist of the 
year with Lambert, Swift, 
Martina McBride and Carrie 
Underwood. 

Other album of the 
year nominees are Carrie 
Underwood’s “Blown Away,” 
Swift’s “Red,” Bryan’s 
“Tailgates & Tanlines” and 
Little Big Town’s “Tornado.” 

In addition to the Church 
and Hayes entries in the 
single record competition 
are the Eli Young Band’s 
“Even If It Breaks Your 
Heart,” Lambert’s “Over 
You” and Little Big Town’s 
“Pontoon,” the latter having 
just earned the group a 
Grammy Award for country 
duo or group performance. 

The ACM Awards will 
be announced April 7 in a 
ceremony to be held at the 
MGM Grand in Las Vegas 
and broadcast on CBS-TV.
